Dear Parents/Carers,  

We are pleased to announce that Year 5 and 6 will be hosting a Christmas Performance! The 
children were given the option to audition, and the turnout was fantastic; it was wonderful to 
see the children bring their best efforts to the stage.

They may 
only attend one of the performances and must present the ticket at the door, otherwise entry 
will be refused. If you choose to bring a child above the age of 2, they will count as a ticket 
holder. Buggies will not be permitted in the hall due to limited space, however, they can be 
left in safe space for you to collect after the performance. Young children should always be 
monitored and if they become unsettled, are taken out to prevent them from distracting the 
performers.
